Pastorõs August 2010 BEACON Article 
   DEATH- We donõt like to talk about it (except 
for Donald Cleveland- it doesnõt bother him too 
much)  Other than needing to pick out a funeral 
home when we die, what do we really know about 
death?  What does the Bible tell us about it?  Are 
you afraid of it?  Should you be afraid?  Is it wrong 
to be afraid?  All these and many more questions 

are floating around inside of many peopleõs minds and usually when 
we are reminded around birthday time that we are  getting older, we 
think about death a little more.  I would like to share what the Bible 
says about death and I will give you Scripture to look up and read for 
yourself.  Iõm not trying to scare you, but I do want to prepare you 
because the Bible says we all have an appointment with death. 

1- Physical death is the consequence of sin (Genesis 3:9) and the 

fact that all die proves what the Bible says about all have 

sinned and come short of the Glory of God. (Romans 3:23) 

2- Physical death affects the body only.  Our soul and spirit are 

designed to last forever.  (Hebrews 2:5, Luke 16:23,            

Revelation 6:9-10) 

3- All who die will be resurrected- both the saved and the 

unsaved.  (Revelation 20:5, 20: 12, 1 Corinthians 15:51-52,       

1 Thessalonians 4:13-17, Matthew 24:30-31) 

4- Physical death for a Christian is different than that of a non-

believer- the Bible refers to death for a believer as òsleepó and 

we are not citizens of this world, merely pilgrims passing 

through.  (Philippians 3:20-21, 1 Thess. 4:13-17) 

5- The soul & spirit live independently of the body, which is 

described as the òtabernacleó in which our soul & spirit dwell 

until the separation at the time of physical death.  (1 Corin-

thians 15:42-44, 2 Corinthians 5:1-8) 

6- At the moment of death, I believe that the soul and spirit of 

Christians are immediately in the presence of the Lord- the 

body remains awaiting physical resurrection.  (2 Corinthians 

5:1-8, Philippians 1:23, 1 Thessalonians 4:13-14) 

Physical death isnõt the only form of death- the Bible also 
speaks of spiritual death.  Spiritual death is the state of a person 
who is unregenerate (they have not been forgiven & have not 
accepted Jesusõ free pardon of sin)  Sin has separated them from 
God (Ephesians 4:18-19) and their soul and spirit are destitute 
(Romans 8:9)  Although they have physical life now, they are 
considered to be spiritually dead and they are in danger of facing 
eternal death and separation from the presence of God.  Those 
who are spiritually dead now and enter into eternity without 
repentance and stand in judgment will face what the Bible calls 
the second death.  (Revelation 2:11, 20:6, 21:8) 

While death is not a very cheerful subject, it is something 
we need to know because we will all die someday.  Like Larry 
Phillips likes to say, Donald Cleveland will be the last guy who will let 
you down! You donõt really need to worry or be afraid.  In reality, 
we arenõt getting older, we are just getting closer to eternity be-
cause Jesus promises to raise us up on the day of resurrection 
and that is a comforting thought!  From my heart,
